Day 1Vancouver
Arrive at any time.

Day 2Vancouver/Port Hardy

Day 3Port Hardy/Prince Rupert
Embark on the ferry through the famous Inside Passage. The glacial fjords provide spectacular scenery along the route and a safe haven for all types of wildlife, including orcas and porpoises. This is fantastic first taste of what travelling this long coastline has in store.

Day 4Prince Rupert/Juneau
Rise early and board the overnight ferry to Juneau, Alaska.

Day 5Juneau
Arrive in Juneau and spend 1.5 days exploring the capital of Alaska. Don't miss the historic downtown.

Day 6Juneau
With a free day, opt to check out the local hiking trails, visit Glacier Bay National Park, or try to spot some bears.

Day 7Juneau/Yakutat
Continue to ferry up the coastline to Whittier, enjoying the scenery, checking for wildlife, or relaxing with a good book. Stock up on supplies in the city and have a picnic (or two) on deck.

Day 9Whittier/Seward
Travel by van from Whittier to Seward. From here, visit the Kenai Peninsula region. Spend a day and a half exploring the region.

Day 10Seward
Hike to the Exit Glacier and opt to visit the Sealife Center. Opt to stay closer to Seward and explore the city, take a short hike, or enjoy a boat cruise.

Day 11Seward/Anchorage
Hop the Alaska Railroad to Anchorage to check out this bustling city (by Alaska standards, anyway).

Day 12Anchorage/Denali
Take the Alaska Railroad to Denali National Park, one of the true gems of the region. See Mt McKinley and enjoy being in this remote wilderness.

Day 13Denali National Park and Preserve
Journey deeper into the park to experience the grandeur. Opt for a scenic flight, hiking, or whitewater rafting.

Day 14Denali/Anchorage
Head back to Anchorage by train for a final night in the city.

Day 15Denali
Depart at any time.
